¥ Meet the criteria to be eligible under the Access Melbourne scheme

Candidates are required to apply to the Bachelor of Commerce through VTAC,
submitting a Special Entry Access Scheme (SEAS) application, providing relevant
documentation and written statements as required.

Candidates must also apply under the 6-$7%2/3-*8++-((category of Hardship
caused by socio-economic circumstances. Candidates may also be considered under
the other equity categories as specified in the Access Melbourne scheme.

The value of each Commerce Opportunity Bursary in 2010 is $15,000 per annum for
three years. It is a condition of the award that a recipient must undertake full-time
study, completing the Bachelor of Commerce in the normal three year period. The
award cannot be deferred.

Medical imaging technologists are employed in public and private hospitals and
private radiology practices. Demand for medical imaging technologists has grown
over the past few years. This has mainly been due to new and expanding techniques,
such as magnetic resonance imaging and ultrasound, which aid in the diagnosis and
treatment of various medical conditions.

Proposed Changes to HECS-HELP Benefits for Nurses & Teachers
In the 2009 Budget, the Australian Government announced that students who
graduate from an eligible education or nursing course of study from second
semester 2009 onwards will be able to apply for a /-12+,"%3*"3*,;-"/*+%&#2$(%0/4*
CDEF*/-#'4&-3,*">*;-4*G%/ @*'(™;-/_*%B2/(- .

Eligible education and nursing graduates (who graduate from second semester 2009
onwards) who take up employment in these professions will be eligible to apply for a
HECS-HELP benefit which will reduce their Higher Education Loan Program (HELP)
repayments.

The benefit will be available for the 2009-10 income years onwards. The maximum
benefit for that year will be $1,536.

Further information will be available when guidelines for the benefit for teachers
and nurses are finalised later in 2009.
