Not today. Instead, we must bow our heads and resign ourselves to loss. Our 1st team assembled on Saturday morning under the
watchful eye of Coach Carey ready to fight the good fight with Melbourne Grammar. Our boys warmed up as they usually do;
prepared as they usually do; and huddled like they usually do; but from the moment the ball left the referee’s hand for the tip and MGS
scored the opening points, it was obvious that this would be a long day at the office.
In a particularly scrappy opening, Scotch managed to gain a small lead (10 – 4 after 12(!) minutes), before we entered a twilight zone
