Dear parents and students,

Thank you for your interest in the fantastic opportunities available to your son through the 2009 Ski Tour to Niseko,
Japan. This trip has risen out of student enthusiasm and drive to visit the very popular Japanese ski fields best known
for their deep powder snow with up to 16 metres of snowfall each year.

Niseko's ski area is made up of three resorts, with 61 runs, 38 lifts and gondolas, and over 47 kms of groomed
slopes. For easy access, the three resorts are interlinked during the day by lifts and free shuttle buses. For experts
who want more, Niseko's backcountry terrain covers over 30 square kilometres. Niseko-Hirafu resort conditions are
primarily intermediate class. Whilst offering challenging slopes for advanced skiers, Niseko also caters for the first
time skier or boarder.

The cost of this trip will be $3500 plus spending money. We recommend a modest amount of spending money not in
excess of $500. Costs include airfares, taxes, transfers, accommodation, travel insurance, lifting, breakfast and
dinner each day, and a Tokyo stopover. It does not include lunch daily or ski hire, although excellent discount rates
have been offered to our group if boys do not wish to take their own gear.
