
A new vision for students of Scotch College 

The construction of the school will open the way 
for Scotch College students to enter into a life-
changing cultural exchange process, exposing them 
to the realities of global poverty and motivating them 
through the power of young people to create positive 
change. In turn, the Kapumfi  Project will gain 
a much needed place of learning in Zambia as well as 
providing local employment during the building phase. 
A study tour group from Scotch College will have the 
opportunity to spend two weeks in Kapumfi , working 
with and learning alongside the students. On their 
return, they will share their experiences and learnings 
with the school community. Issues of development, 
aid and justice, which the Kapumfi  Project 
highlights, will be incorporated into the Scotch College 
curriculum wherever possible.

A Vision Leadership Program will be established, 
comprising student representatives from Years 10, 
11 and 12. These Vision Leaders will be responsible 
for motivating other students to devise and participate 
in fundraising activities for the project and liaise 
between students, teaching staff and World Vision.
